SUBJECT: ACTIVITIES OF DOCTORS AT BOXING MATCHES

1. In accordance with Sec 8926 Subdivision 2 of the Unconsolidated laws Title 25, the
doctors at ringside are charged with the health and safety of Boxers.  In that respect it
shall be the policy for ringside doctors to enter the ring and check their assigned
Boxer between rounds when that Boxer has been knocked down or received serious
punishment. The purpose of this practice is to enable the doctors’ to determine the
condition of a Boxer by a close inspection.

Where necessary, a referee may extend the rest period for up to an additional 30
seconds at the request of the ringside physician to complete the examination of the
Boxer.  This is authorized under 19 NYCRR §210.23.

This policy does not relieve the referee of his duty from stopping a bout when in his
or her judgment the safety of a participant would be jeopardized by the continuance
of the bout 
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
