II.	DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Enforcement - E. Delaney reported the metrics for new complaints received since the last board
meeting.  

Appraiser Qualifying Courses – M. Mastrobuono reported that beginning 1/30/18, the Department began accepting applications for online appraiser qualifying education courses. Policies are currently being reviewed to make sure schools meet the qualifications for distance learning.

III.	ACTION ITEMS

Newsletter –J. DeLollo reported that the draft newsletter is being reviewed by DOS staff.  The Department is also discussing how to disseminate the newsletter, once finalized. 

AMC Bill Update – D. Mossberg reported that the deadline to enact the legislative program to regulate
AMC’s is scheduled for August 1, 2018. There is no current new bill that’s been formally offered. 
The Department is actively working with legislators as well as interested stakeholders to work on possible new legislation. It’s the Department’s belief that it may be necessary to request an extension to ensure that program is in place.

C. Disanto and S. Roefaro inquired of the period of time of an extension. W. Clark reported that when the Department met with the AFC, they communicated that the longest extension they would grant is one year.

ASC Qualifications/Changes- D. Mossberg reported that effective May 1, 2018 the requirements will change regarding the educational component for Licensed Residential Appraisers and Certified Residential Appraisers. This change requires a vote from the Board.

Board Appointments – W. Clark reported that there are currently three vacancies. The Department is accepting resumes for Board appointments.
